   Home tour provides Our Towns Habitat for Humanity with much needed funds

Charlotte, NC (March 2009)  –  Schreiner Custom Homes and Our Towns Habitat for Humanity are proud to present the High Performance Home by Schreiner Custom Homes.  While showcasing the latest in eco-friendly building products and design trends, the public tour will raise funds for Our Towns Habitat for Humanity.  The home will be open for tour April 23rd  – May 10th, Thursdays - Saturdays from 10am – 5pm and Sundays from Noon – 5pm.  Our Towns Habitat for Humanity will receive all proceeds from tour ticket sales.  Tickets are $5 at the door. 

The High Performance Home is located in a community called Overlook on Mountain Island Lake, an environmentally-oriented community.  The area is one of the most environmentally sensitive areas of Charlotte, so it only seems fitting that a home with conservational characteristics be located there.  The High Performance Home consists of a coordinated program incorporating numerous systems and products working together to produce a home that will be very energy-efficient and therefore environmentally sensitive.  The U.S. Green Building Council’s LEED for Homes program has been implemented in this project, using an integrated design approach and incorporating sustainable procedures and products.  The overall program is built upon a series of systems.  The intent is for everyone to take with them, some knowledge of how to implement a similar program into their own personal project, a new home, or renovation of an existing home. The High Performance Home focused specifically on systems like Water Efficiency and focusing on water use and water re-use through plumbing fixtures, rainwater reclamation, landscaping irrigation.  Additionally, Energy & Atmosphere issues address energy-efficiency, tightness of the building envelope, insulation materials, house orientation and energy-demand (appliances, lighting, heating/cooling). Education and Awareness is what the High Performance Home event is all about.  The goal is to provide an opportunity for the public to see for themselves what these different systems are all about and the products and procedures used to make them effective.

Our Towns Habitat for Humanity, an affiliate of Habitat for Humanity International, serves Mooresville, Davidson, Cornelius, and Huntersville. A nonprofit Christian housing ministry, it serves people of all beliefs. Our Towns has built 155 Habitat homes since 1988 and has funded an additional 712 homes in Guatemala and 15 in Sri Lanka as part of the Habitat tithe program, impacting more than 880 families locally and globally.
